What is Engineering Day?

Engineering Day (or E-DayQis meant to spread knowledge to our community, to our students, and to our
university about the College of Engineering and the many disciplines that fall within it. We demonstrate the
various fields through experimentation (hands-on-projects), hand-outs, pictures, and displays of our projects.
(This event is separate from the CoE Open House being held in March.)

What makes this interesting for the community who  will be attending this event?
Engineering involves creating everything that is around us, from construction of buildings and bridges, to design
and implementation of computers, to making cars and rockets. The community will be able to get a firsthand
look at the processes of making the world run. Children are able to do a chemical experiment by making slime,
learn about the different fields, and tinker with studentQ projects.

The Committee

The E-Day committee shall be structured as follows: There will be a chairperson, and committee
members. Each committee member will be in charge of one aspect of E-Day, and have his own committee to
help him carry out his duties.

The E-Day committee will be responsible for the overall coordination of speakers and events, rooms and
laboratories, set-up and clean-up, and other duties deemed necessary. The committee will also be responsible
for establishing all deadlines and timelines.

The chairperson and/or his designee will be responsible for all E-Day budgets, with the approval of the
advisor. The AESB President and the two Engineering Senators shall also help with the coordination of E-Day, to
ensure that all school policies are followed correctly.

The E-Day committee shall consist of the following people, not to exclude any other interested parties.

1) The E-Day Chairperson

2) The AESB President, Vice President, Treasurer,
Secretary, Webmaster

3) The two Engineering Senators

4) The President, or his designee, of each of the following groups: ACM, AIAA,
AIChE, ASCE, ASME, BMES, XE, EAT, IEEE, ISA, MAES, MM, NSBE, SAE, SHPE,
SME, SWE, TBP, WIC



The Sub-Committee of E-Day shall be broken down as follows:

2) Publicity

3) Local School Outreach
4) T-Shirts

5) Contests

6) Activities/Experiments
7) Facility Services

8) Food

9) Fundraisers

10) Corporate Relations
11) Awards

12) Set-Up/Clean-Up

SPEAKERS Get potential speakers to participate in E-Day. Furnish potential speakers with an outline of the
events that will take place. They also need the time, date, and place, as well as the expected audience (i.e., who
it will be, how many people).

PUBLICITY Have TIMELY advertising in ALL available news media. Plaster the campus with flyers and posters,
upper campus too. Have plenty of flyers available to send to companies and schools.

LOCAL SCHOOL OUTREACH This also applies to college outreach here on campus, as well as other campuses. 1tQ
important to get local middle/high school students to participate in our event. Coordinate with Publicity to get
any needed pamphlets and flyers.

T-SHIRTS Order and promote sale of souvenir T-Shirts. The E-Day logo, which has been approved by THE
committee, should be printed on the shirts.

CONTESTS There will be one contest chairman in charge of all the contests. Contest rules must be approved, as
well as awards. Some contests need special equipment, so see facility services.

ACTIVITIES/EXPERIMENTS Coordinate who is doing what, and what time. Work with Facility Services to get any
needed equipment.

FACILITY SERVICES Secure needed equipment (i.e., tables, chairs, extension cords, etc) from Public Safety, Plant
Operations, and Audio Visual. Also, secure cheap/free labor for set-up and clean-up.

FOOD Coordinate who is selling what, and at what time. Work with Facility Services to get any needed
equipment.

FUNDRAISERS Raise money to help finance E-Day, so we can pull the whole thing off.

Coordinate with them as to times, places, people,
etc. Also, coordinate with Publicity in regards to hanging up banners, decorations, etcX

All letters issued (and there will be a lot of them) must be signed by two people: The chairperson of the
committee issuing the letter, and the chairman of E-Day. As for EMAILs, official correspondence must come from
the chairperson. The reason is this: THE RIGHT HAND NEEDS TO KNOW WHAT THE LEFT HAND IS DOING.
Besides, it looks more official, and makes us look like a more unified team.
